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"But we are now closing in on 2000 heads in a row!" 

 

"Yes," Manuel repeated, "and this is so improbable it's prac-

tically impossible.” He absentmindedly shook his head. 

“Impossible I say!" 

 

"Until today,” rhymed Armando. “And people here are now 

betting on how many more times heads will come up. What 

do you make of that?" 

 

"Well, it’s not surprising. We’re dealing with the gambler’s 

fallacy. The chance of heads continuing to come up is very 

small, so it would seem a safe bet to bet on tails. If I wasn't 

sure every toss had a fifty-fifty chance, I would also bet that 

tails would come up." 

 

"Not the case!” Armando said with a conceited smile, "no 

one here is betting on tails!" 

 

Manuel looked about to say something, but stopped himself, 

so Armando continued, "they’re all betting on heads to keep 

showing up. And they’re winning. A lot!" 

 

"…!" Dr Manuel looked perplexed, muttered something 

about ‘inverse fallacies’ and scratched his head. 

 

"It seems," Armando said, "the gamblers believe that, since 

heads have shown up nearly 2000 times already, it is actual-

ly more likely that heads will show up yet again."

Even the betting agencies are pulling out—they are 

running out of money! The odds for tails are now astronom-

ical compared to heads. This of course defies both logic and 

probability." 

 

There is a 

chance that heads could come up 2000 times in a row, even 

though it’s so small that no one ever thought it would, or 

even could, happen. One toss is fifty-fifty, that is, there is a 

50% chance that tails will come up and a 50% chance that 

heads will."

"If you toss it twice and want to know what the chance is for 

two heads, you will need to multiply the chances of each 

toss—that is 50% times 50%, or half of 50%, which is 25%.

For every extra toss, the chance for all heads gets 

halved—one in eight, one in sixteen and so on. It's exponen-

tial!
